Registration, Ticket Pick-up, and Important Ceremony Information

e IMPORTANT! Register here by Thursday, July 27.

You can register for a maximum of 7 tickets. This includes 1 ticket for yourself and up to 2 complimentary guest
tickets. You can also purchase up to 4 additional guest tickets for $20 each when you register. You will need to
provide your guests’ information when you register. Tickets are required for everyone attending the event, including
students, with the exception of young children not using a seat (i.e., will be sitting on someone’s lap).

o Modifying Your Registration: If you have a change in your guest list after registering, please use the “view or modify
your registration” link in your registration confirmation email.

o *UPDATED* Ticket Pick-Up: Students should pick up tickets for themselves and their guests at the UMSOM Office of
Student Affairs. Pick up will be available Monday, July 24 — Friday, July 28 and on Monday, July 31 between 8:30 am
—3:30 pm, as well as on Tuesday, August 1 and Wednesday, August 2, 4:00 pm — 4:45 pm.

When picking up your tickets, please arrive via the HSF-1 entrance at 685 W. Baltimore St and tell the security guard
that you are there to pick up White Coat Ceremony tickets from the Office of Student Affairs. The office is located
behind the security desk in Suite 150. Students can pick up tickets for other students, as long as everyone that will
be receiving a ticket has registered.

e Accommodations: If you will be unable to use stairs or if you or your guest(s) require wheelchair seating, a sign
language interpreter, or other accommodations for the ceremony, please email OSA immediately at
studentaffairs@som.umaryland.edu. Include your name and the name of the person requiring the accommodation.
If requesting wheelchair seating, include the number of people that will need to be seated together.

e Arrival/Attire: Doors will open at 12:30 pm. Students are expected to arrive to the Hippodrome by 12:45 pm
wearing professional attire. Students should not bring a bag/purse or any other belongings that cannot be kept in
your pocket or given to a guest. Students will have a separate check-in location and will go to a designated area to
prepare for the student procession. The procession will take place after the first portion of the ceremony, which will
be tailored to families and friends.
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Seating: There is no assigned seating for guests. Students will process in during the ceremony and sit with their
class. There will be a formal coating ceremony during the event where each student will be called to the stage to be
coated by a faculty member.

Livestream/Recording/Photos: The White Coat Ceremony is a public event that will be livestreamed, recorded,
photographed, and shared with the public, including, but not limited to, exposure to print and online publications,
the UMSOM website, and social media platforms. The livestream link will be sent closer to the event date. If you
have questions/concerns, please contact studentaffairs@som.umaryland.edu.
